DIRECTIONS TO SUNSET LAKES BANQUET CENTER





Because of rave reviews we are once more having our Annual Spring Luncheon at the Sunset Lakes Banquet Center, 13366 West Watson Road.  For those who were unable to attend last year or to refresh your memories, please note:





If coming from 141 – Go east on Highway 30; turn north (or left) on West Watson Road (the first exit after 141).  Stay on West Watson a short distance until you come to Sunset Lakes banquet Center on your right.


If coming from 270 – Go west on Highway 30; turn north (or right) on West Watson Road (the first exit after the electric signals at Maurer Industrial).  Stay on West Watson until you come to Sunset Lakes Banquet Center on your right.





When you come to the facility, regular parking is to the right.  Handicap parking is to the left up a slight incline.  Handicap parking is limited.
